Eathorpe, Hunningham, Offchurch and Wappenbury
Joint Parish Council
Held in Hunningham 18th January 2011
This meeting was attended by Councillors Hedderwick, Sargent, Varnish and Crisford from Offchurch. This brief report includes the main items of interest to Offchurch.
Highways

The trimming of the trees along Village Street and in Village field has been held up because of the bad weather, but is expected to be completed by the end of the month. Damage to the lamp post and the road name sign at the end of Village St by Park Gates has been reported to Warwick DC. This damage occurred during the icy conditions that made this corner very treacherous. It was agreed that we install another grit bin at this corner to try and improve matters. 
The proposals drawn up to improve road safety along Welsh Rd are to be considered by Warwickshire County Council (WCC) before the end of the financial year. This is an issue that featured prominently in the responses to the Offchurch Plan questionnaire. In the meantime we are carrying out a number of speed monitoring sessions on Welsh Rd by the Stag using the gun loaned to use by the Police
Planning

Application for a Stable Block on land alongside the Welsh RD has been approved by Warwick District Council (WDC) Planning Department.  However, an application for storage on the same land has been refused.  We have responded with no objections to applications for an extension at Highfield and the provision of a fire escape in Offa House. It was noted that the access to the overflow parking area at the Stag had been improved, which alleviate the problems referred to at our last meeting. However, the formal planning process does not appear to have been followed.

High Speed Rail

It was noted that WCC and WDC have now both agreed to oppose the HS2 proposal and that WDC has allocate funds to support the protest groups. The government’s consultation hearing is scheduled to commence shortly and the JPC will consider how best to respond to this once the formal notification has been received
Finance

The precept for 2010/11 has been set at £13,060 – this allows for additional expenditure relating to parish elections
Remedial work on the Village Field play equipment identified by the annual ROSPA inspection has been carried out.
